Required documentation includes:
» General Excise Tax License
« Worker's Compensation $500,000 Each Claim
+ General Liability Insurance (COI) with limits of at least $500,000 per occurrence; $1,000,000 aggregate.

Due to limited space, only two vendors per product/service category will be allowed.
Vendor fees are non-refundable and non-transferrable.
